ISOMETRIC PERSPECTIVE-

Similar to linear perspective but while planes still recede on a diagonal,
the lines remain parallel, not vanishing to a point on the horizon.
Mainly used in Asian art, most specifically Japanese artists such as,
Hookups, Harunobu and Koryusai in the 18th and 19th centuries.
